There the doctor done the needed medical
examinations and diagnosed that the child is with Mentally Retarded.

Up to the age of 5 years the child is not started to walk, they tried with various methods to make
her walk, they make the legevered with sand for a long while. After this she started & wa
slowly.

Before entry to our Learning Centre the girl is doing her schsténdard in the Government
School in Nochalur Village. She justsesto go and come, she is not taught with any
informationandshe s j ust able to say AAmMmao occasional

The special education session of our Learning Centre makes her personal activities independent
She can do all her morning activitieelependentlyshe keeps her things clean and tidy. She is
helping the small househo#tttivities; she is helping téold the washed clothes. After washing

the utensils she keeps it in the kitchen orderly. (&f®sto bring drinking wéer from the public

tap system. She can able to write the Tamil alphabets, and 1 to 10 numbers, also money
exchange up to 10 rupees. Tgaents are very happy to the gunapriya development.
